Summary

In the fiscal year 2009, the Ministry of Land, Infrastructure, Transport and Tourism (MLIT) twice
solicited public proposals for a “leading model project” which explored “long-term quality housing”.
This report is the Building Research Institute’s (BRI's) evaluation of these proposals and the outline of
the BRI's adopted propositions. In addition, this report includes the main proposals for the
improvement of existing houses as well as new trends in housing industries. This information includes
proposals received by the MLIT twice in 2008, at which time the “model project” was referred to as
“The leading model project for super long-term use housing.” This report will provide useful

information to persons associated with these fields as well as future applicants for the projects.
